1 Query

LACORS has been asked to provide guidance on agptepabelling and descriptions to be applied satother than beef
(e.g. pork chops, pork joints etc) and meat prasl(ety. bacon) to which a specific breed (e.g. Gdstershire Old Spot Pig) is
attributed either on the labelling or in accompagypromotional material or both. The abbreviatidd$sis used to describe this
breed.

At issue is whether the consumer is adequatelynméd before making a decision to purchase as ttrieenature of the prod-
uct. There is no problem where the product re$rudis the mating of a pedigree boar and sow of #mesnamed breed but
there are issues when the sow is not from the gedigree breed itself but a commercial hybrid ather specific breed.

Advice

LACORS takes the view that product labelling bydateshould be sufficient to explain to the consumieat the true nature of
the product is and to enable what appear to baigdtut which in practice are different produttide adequately distin-
guished. This is a basic principle behind food lidge and consumer protection legislation.

In this respect the consumer will wish to be awarthe origin of the product, that is to say whette resulting product is de-
rived from the mating of a pedigree GOS boar wigledigree GOS sow or the mating of a pedigree G& Wwith a commer-
cial hybrid sow.

It is therefore recommended that a clear and prentireference to the difference in parentage shioellgrovided on the label.

Any trade mark applied to the products must nagibelar to the name of the breed in question.
